BHE R U IE7KIRIEMHLA  Expansion of the wetland and still-water environments
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On the flood ﬁlain around Kami-ike Pond, the wetland and still-water environment is being expanded
by lowering the ground level.
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FBHDRE - BE  Conservation and restoration of riverside forests
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In riverside forests of tall, mature alder trees, the thinning of the trees, clearance of undergrowth, lowering of the ground

level and transplantation of trees will conserve and restore riverside forests that will support trees of varying age
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With no wetland, the river terrace is overgrown
